 A Message from the Pastor  
 

“I Baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” 
(Baptism: the door which gives access to the other Sacraments) 

In paragraph 1213 of The Catechism of the Catholic Church we are taught that: “Through Baptism we are freed 
from sin and reborn as sons of God; we become members of Christ, are incorporated into the Church and made 
sharers in her mission: "Baptism is the Sacrament of regeneration through water in the word.”  For one hundred 
years, people have been “immersed” in that mission at 37 South Ocean Avenue, and on Monday, 9 January 
2012/the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord at 7:30 P.M., the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass will be offered in 
thanksgiving for each and everyone of them: those Baptized at Our Holy Redeemer, some of whom (personally 
or with the help of someone else) responded to our Centenary Year questionnaire: The Pastor Wants To Know.
