 A Message from the Pastor  
 

A “SIMPLY MARVELOUS” CENTENARY MASS 
The Angels went away to Heaven, the Shepherds returned to their flocks, the Magi departed for their 

country, and on Monday, 9 January 2012 the Holy Season of Christmas came to an end as the Church 
gathered at the Altar of Our Holy Redeemer to celebrate the Feast of the Lord’s Baptism.  That Luminous 

Mystery/Mystery of Light – “a revelation of the Kingdom now present in the very Person of Jesus” (Blessed 

John Paul II, Rosarium Virginis Mariae, #21) – brought people together from all over Long Island to 37 South 
Ocean Avenue where at 7:30 P.M., a Centenary Year Mass of Remembrance* was offered for “anyone and 

everyone Baptized at Our Holy Redeemer.”   In attendance were representatives from all but two decades of 
the past one hundred years.  Amongst them were: 

 Miss Ann-Mary (Whittaker) Strieder, Baptized on 23 March 1930 

 Mrs. Shelia (Brown) Walsh, Baptized on 16 May 1948 

 Mr. John Skinner, Baptized on 26 September 1954 

 Mrs. Catherine (Pomerico) Cavanagh, Baptized on 20 September 1964 

 Mr. Lincoln McLean, Baptized on 10 August 1980 

 Miss Kaitlin Duran, Baptized on 28 October 1995  

 Master Thomas Dean, Baptized on 27 April 2003.   

In light of our BAPTISMal Call to Be A Person That Is Simply Marvelous, I would have to say that it was  

“simply marvelous!” 

To be someone who makes people wonder, amazed, and marvel at the things he does or says requires that 
someone to take his love for God and put it into practice.  That is what people marveled at in Our Holy 

Redeemer two thousand years ago, when He changed water into wine and walked on water; when He opened 
the eyes of the blind and looked with compassion on the crowds; when He loosened the tongues of the mute 

and uttered not a word in His own defense before Pilate; when He forgave sins and said: “Do this in Memory 
of Me.” 

In memory of Him you are Ministering at the Altar as Lectors, Ushers, Choir Members, and Altar Servers.  In 

memory of Him you are Answering the Catholic Ministries Appeal.  In memory of Him you are Remembering 
loved ones at Mass in the Sanctuary Candles that burn, the Altar Flowers that adorn, and the Bread and 

Wine that is offered.  In memory of Him you are Volunteering at Parish Human Services, the Thrift Shop, and 

the Rectory.  In memory of Him you are Educating children in Religious Education.  In memory of Him you are 

Labouring at home, school, and work.  In memory of Him you are Offering your treasure and giving His Church 

25 Cents and More a Week, and like the Magi you are Using your time, talent, and treasure to help me 

Shepherd the flock entrusted to my care; and that my brothers and sisters is: “simply MARVELOUS!”
