                                     From Saint Gregory Nazianzen 

 

What is man that you are mindful of him? What is this new mystery surrounding me? I am both small and 
great, both lowly and exalted, mortal and immortal, earthly and heavenly. I am to be buried with Christ and to 
rise again with Him, to become a coheir with Him, a son of God, and indeed God Himself. 

This is what the great mystery means for us; this is why God became man and became poor for our sake: it 
was to raise up our flesh, to recover the Divine image, to re-create mankind, so that all of us might become 
one in Christ Who perfectly became in us everything that He is Himself. So we are no longer to be male and 
female, barbarian and Scythian, slave and free – distinctions deriving from the flesh – but are to bear within 
ourselves only the seal of God, by Whom and for Whom we were created. We are to be so formed and molded 
by Him that we are recognized as belonging to His one family. 

If only we could be what we hope to be, by the great kindness of our generous God!  He asks so little and gives so much, in this life and in 
the next, to those who love Him sincerely.  In a spirit of hope and out of love for Him, let us then bear and endure all things and give 
thanks for everything that befalls us, since even reason can often recognize these things as weapons to win salvation.  And meanwhile let 
us comment to God our own souls and the souls of those who, being more ready for it, have reached the place of rest before us although 
they walked the same road as we do. 

Lord and Creator of all, and especially of Your creature man, You are the God and Father and ruler of Your children; You are the Lord of 
life and death, You are the guardian and benefactor of our souls. You fashion and transform all things in their due season through Your 
creative Word, as You know to be best in Your deep wisdom and providence.  Receive now those who have gone ahead of us in our 
journey from this life. 

And receive us too at the proper time, when You have guided us in our bodily life as long as may be for our profit. Receive us prepared 
indeed by fear of You, but not troubled, not shrinking back on that day of death or uprooted by force like those who are lovers of the 
world and the flesh. Instead, may we set out eagerly for that everlasting and blessed life which is Christ Jesus our Lord.  To Him be glory 
for ever and ever.  Amen.

Venga a la Noche Internacional del 12 de noviembre 

El 11 de noviembre de 2011 los Estados Unidos de América celebrará el Día de los Veteranos. Los Americanos 
y toda la gente de buena voluntad deberían tomar esta oportunidad para dar gracias a un veterano en “las 
bancas”, dar gracias a un veterano con una llamada ((631) 444 -8743) al parroquiano John Wilson “en el 
Hogar para Veteranos” de Stony Brook, o asistiendo al Servicio por el Día de los Veteranos en el Centro de 
Recreo de Freeport (Viernes, 11 de noviembre de 2011 a las 10:00 a.m.) y dar gracias a Dios por todos ellos 
porque el servicio que ellos han rendido ha ayudado a preservar nuestro derecho a adorar sin temor. 

Hablando del Cielo, aun antes del 11 de noviembre, tuvimos la oportunidad la semana pasada de celebrar 
después de la víspera de todos los Santos, la Fiesta de Todos los Santos lo cual nos brindó la oportunidad de 
cómo dijo Su Santidad el Papa Benedicto XVI “fijar la vista en nuestros Santos.” 

El Santo Padre pronunció esas palabras a jóvenes y seminaristas durante su Viaje Apostólico a los Estados 
Unidos de América en Abril de 2008. El Papa continuó hablando de Santa Elizabeth Ann Seton, San 
Francisco Xavier, Santa Madre Cabrini, San Juan Neumann, la Bendita Kateri Tekakwitha, el Venerable 
Pierre Toussant, y el Padre Félix Varela; seis Santos de Nueva York, un grupo diverso de hombres y mujeres 
ordinarios, tanto pobres como ricos – una viuda y madre rica, sacerdotes y hermanas inmigrantes de lejos de 
aquí, la hija de una guerrero Mohawk y madre Algonquín, otro esclavo Haitiano, y un Cubano intelectual, 
que vivió una vida extraordinaria en respuesta al llamado del Señor a vivir una vida de caridad y servicio en 
las calles y suburbios de Nueva York. 

“Cualquiera de nosotros” dijo el Papa, “pudiera estar entre ellos, pues no hay estereotipo en este grupo, ni un 
modelo rígido. Sin embargo, una mirada más detenida revela que hay ciertos elementos comunes. Inflamados 
por el amor de Jesús, sus vidas llegaron a ser extraordinarios trayectos de esperanza. Para algunos, eso 
significó abandonar su hogar y hacer un peregrinaje de miles de millas. Para otros fue un acto de entregarse 
completamente a Dios, con la confianza en que Él es el destino de cada fiel peregrino. Y todos ofrecieron una 
mano abierta de esperanza a los que encontraron a lo largo de su senda, a menudo despertando en ellos la 
vida de fe.”

“The celebration of Mass is an act of the whole assembly gathered for worship. In the Mass, the 

Church is joined to the action of Christ.  We are joined to this Divine action through Baptism, which 

incorporates us into the risen Christ. This action, which lies at “the center of the whole of Christian 

life” (General Instruction of the Roman Missal [GIRM], no. 16), is initiated not by us but by God acting in 

and through the Church as the Body of the risen Christ.  The Liturgy is designed to bring about in 

all those who make up the worshiping assembly a “participation of the faithful, namely in body and 

in mind, a participation fervent with faith, hope, and charity” (GIRM, no. 18).  To the extent that we are 

able to participate in this way, the work of redemption becomes personally effective for each of us.  

By such participation we make the actions and prayers of the Liturgy our own; we enter more fully 

into our personal communion with Christ’s redeeming act and perfect worship.  “In the celebration 

of Mass the faithful form a holy people, a people of God’s own possession and a royal Priesthood, 

so that they may give thanks to God and offer the unblemished sacrificial Victim not only by means 

of the hands of the Priest but also together with him, and so that they may learn to offer their very 

selves.  They should, moreover, take care to show this by their deep religious sense and their 

charity toward brothers and sisters who participate with them in the same celebration.  Moreover, 

they are to form one body, whether in hearing the word of God, or in taking part in the prayers and 

in the singing, or above all by the common offering of the Sacrifice and by a participating together 

at the Lord’s table” (GIRM, nos. 95, 96).  The participation of each person in the Liturgy is important.
